Выбор текстового материала и упражнений к нему осуществляется на основе общедидактических  принципов, таких как:

-принцип дифференциации языкового материала;

-принцип коммуникативной направленности;

-принцип параллельного обучения всем видам речевой деятельности;

-принцип устной основы обучения;

-принцип практической целесообразности;

-принцип структурно-функционального подхода.

Представляется целесообразным осуществлять индивидуальный подход при подборе заданий, учитывая уровень подготовки каждого обучающегося в отдельности для того, чтобы иметь возможность наблюдать его рост путём сравнения его результатов с собственными результатами. Это создаёт ситуацию успеха и комфорта, без которой невозможно овладение таким сложным предметом, как «Иностранный язык».

Text №2
NIZHNY NOVGOROD
Nizhny Novgorod was founded in 1221 by Prince Yury Vsevolodovitch. Soon Nizhny became an important outpost in the struggle against the Kami Bulgarians. To defend the place the Kremlin was erected at the beginning of the 16th century. Now it is one of the oldest cities in Russia and the 4-th largest in population (about 1.3 million people). It is situated 400 kilometers east of Moscow at the junction of the rivers Volga and Oka.

Originally Nizhny was one of the main markets in old Russia because of its favorable position on the ancient trade route between the Baltic Sea and Central Asia. The monks of the Makariev monastery organized a trade fair in the 16th century. Later it was moved to Nizhny and in the 19th century Nizhny Trade Fair became world famous. It attracted nearly half a million of merchants and buyers. Nizhny was called «the pocket of Russia.»

During Soviet times Nizhny was renamed Gorky for one of the Soviet famous writers Maxim Gorky, who was born here. The world- known physicist Andrei Sakharov was in exile here in the 80-ies. Then it was the centre of the munitions industry. The city was reopened for foreign visitors in 1991.

Now once again named Nizhny Novgorod, the city has become the capital of Privolzhsky region and a centre of democratic market reforms. The former military production is converted to peaceful needs. Vehicle manufacturing is the biggest industry of the city, then come shipbuilding and machine-building plants and many others.

Nizhny is one of the biggest cultural centers of Russia. There are dozens of theatres, concert halls including The Opera and Ballet House, the Drama Theatre, the Puppet Theatre and the Theatre for the Young Audience. The Comedy Theatre has been placed in a superb renovated building. The Art galleries of Nizhny are rich in collection of art pieces.

The city is rich in historic sights: the Kremlin, the old Pokrovka Street, various monuments to the famous citizens. But the most beautiful is a view over the Volga river from the Upper Volga Embankment. It is the loveliest view one has ever seen!

Nizhny is a city of students - there are about 15 academies and institutes along with universities and a number of colleges. Schoolchildren study at 170 secondary schools here.

The citizens try to make progressive changes in the city. There appear cozy cafes, old buildings are renovated. Foreign businessmen come to establish links with Russian enterprises. No wonder, tourists are eager to see the sights of this ancient city.

    Recognizing its particular uniqueness, UNESCO designated Nizhny as one of the most significant cities, culturally and historically, in the world.

Evidently, Nizhny Novgorod has a good future.

GRAFFITI - A DANGEROUS WAY OF LIFE
Scrawling graffiti is seen as a crime in the UK, yet in the US it is becoming a recognized art form.

Just a few weeks ago eight graffiti gang members were convicted of causing Ј5.000 worth of damage on the London Underground. They are among more than 70 hard-core graffiti artists who are operating in London today. Most are aged under 20.

Graffiti artists, or «graffers», are operating in many British towns these days. They are covering walls, trains and railway stations with bright painted murals or scrawls in spray paint and marker pen. They often work at night.

Some people regard graffiti as a form of vandalism and a menace. London Underground says that rail-users find it ugly and offensive. «We don't think it's artistic or creative - it's vandalism. It's a huge nuisance to our customers», says Serena Holley, a spokeswoman for London Underground. Graffers are causing thousands of pounds damage every year. London Underground spends Ј2m a year dealing with graffiti. It has even introduced trains with graffiti-resistant paint.

«It is creating a sense of anarchy and chaos», says Richard Mandel, a barrister who prosecuted the graffiti gang. «Passengers feel as if the whole rail system is out of control.»

British Transport Police has a graffiti unit. The unit is tracking down graffiti gangs. Since the policemen are trying to catch graffers in the act, graffiti art is becoming a dangerous pastime. London underground says that some teenagers have already died in accidents during nocturnal graffiti 'raids'.

However, others say that graffiti at its best is an art form. Art galleries in London and New York are exhibiting work by famous graffiti artists. «Of course graffiti is art. There's no question about that», says David Grob, director of the Grob Gallery in London. Even some of those who think graffiti is wrong admit that graffers are talented. «It's just that their artistic talent is channeled in the wrong direction», says Barry Kogan, a barrister who represented Declan Rooney, one of the gang members.

«There is a difference between 'good graffiti' and vandalism. I'd never spray private property. Some graffiti are disgusting. There's a big difference between that and graffiti which can brighten up grey walls», says Dean Colman, a 24-year-old graffiti artist.

Dean is making a living as a graffiti artist now. His days of illegal spraying are behind him. He is designing a series of government posters and decorating nightclubs at the moment. He is also teaching graffiti-spraying in youth clubs and working on a television programme about graffiti.

Dean thinks that graffiti art does not get due recognition. «Graffiti is as valid as any other art form», he says.
