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DIRECTIONS TO THE GRADUATE ENGLISH EXAMINATION
The established requirements of the examination are focused on basic language skills and activities which involve:

1) the ability of reading an authentic science prose text with its adequate interpretation relied on basic grammar patterns and discourse markers;
2) the ability of  reproducing the gist of an authentic science prose text alongside its interpretation corresponding to the applicant’s view of the issue;

3) the ability of  discussing the issue(s) described in the authentic science prose text produced: making points, answering questions, agreeing or disagreeing, etc.

4) the ability of making a short but exhaustive oral presentation of  one’s research experience, goals, aims and interests; 

5) the ability of talking to the examiner(s), with the subject matter of  the conversation  being coherent to that of the presentation given.

The protocol of the examination implies:
1) reading an authentic science prose text of about 1500 words referring to the applicant’s major:

the adequacy of the applicant’s understanding the content is checked through questions asked orally;

2) reading an authentic science prose text of about  800 words referring to the applicant’s major:

the applicant is to reproduce its main points in English and to comment on it in accordance with their views of the problem(s) covered;

the applicant is to be able to answer the examiner’s questions on the text produced and to discuss certain issues described;

3) the applicant’s making an oral presentation of their research experience, goals, aims and interests:
the applicant is supposed to be able to talk the issues presented over answering the examiner’s questions and exchanging  information, views and opinions.
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
